Miami 
is a Division II club member of the ACHA 
that competes in the Great Midwest 
Hockey League (GMHL).

The ClubHawks have 
qualified for the National Championships in 10 of 
the last 11 seasons and were crowned National 
Champions in 2000.

a week  in the evenings, 
and plays a competitive 
24 game regular season.  
Having the opportunity to experience 
competitive college hockey while receiving an 
excellent education is a chance of a lifetime.

Intramural Hockey 
You may be asking yourself, “What if I 
don’t make the team?”  Over the past 
thirty years “The Goggin” has developed 
an intramural ice program (Hockey & 
Broomball) that offers every opportunity to 
play hockey regardless of skill level and 
commitment. Three seasons are offered 
(Fall, Winter, Spring) with leagues for 
Division I, Division II, Division III, 
Beginners, and Fraternity.  Nearly 1800 
hours of ice split between two ice surfaces 
are dedicated to intramural ice sports 
every year.  Last year there were nearly 
200 hockey teams and 500 broomball 
teams competing in 3 seasons.  This 
program provides those who have hockey 
backgrounds the chance to keep playing 
wi thout  “ in tercol legia te”  s ty le 
commitment.
